CHARTER OF INCORPORATION 
KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:


WHEREAS, Howard Q.C. Hiu, Dora Y. Hiu, Thomas K. Woo and Thomas W.N. Chun have filed a verified, written petition in the Office of the Treasurer of the State of Hawaii, praying for a charter of incorporation for themselves and their successors under the name of NANAWALE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC. and said petition is in the form required by law,


NOW, THEREFORE, I, CHARLES H. SILVA, Treasurer of the State of Hawaii, under and by virtue of the authority granted me by law, and by and with the consent of the Governor of Hawaii do hereby grant to said petitioners and their successors, a charter of incorporation as follows:
ARTICLE I

Name 

The name of this corporation shall be ‘NANAWALE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC.”

ARTICLE II

Location 


The principal office of this corporation shall be in Hilo, County of Hawaii, State of Hawaii.
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ARTICLE III

Objects and Purposes 

The objects and purposes of the corporation shall be to encourage, promote and aid in developing, improving and maintaining the area of Nanawale, Island and County of Hawaii, as a desirable residential community; to develop unified community spirit, to do any and all things to promote the health, safety, and welfare of residents within the Nanawale area; to promote better understanding and fellowship among its members, their families and all residents of the Nanawale area; to assist in reducing juvenile delinquency throughout the state; to develop the youths in the Nanawale Community by strengthening them in mind and body by providing them with the proper training equipments and facilities; to provide for the entertainment and well being of the senior citizens of the community by providing scheduled participation games and activities in corporate owned community halls and playgrounds.
ARTICLE IV

Duration

The corporation shall have perpetual succession in its corporate name.
ARTICLE V

Time of Completion of Organization

The organization of this corporation shall be completed thirty (30) days after the issuance of the charter of incorporation.
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ARTICLE VI

Name of Officers and Directors

The officers of this corporation shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.


There shall be a board of directors composed of not less that four (4) nor more than eleven (11) persons, to be elected annually by the members of the corporation.

The number of persons above named, to-wit:  four (4) shall constitute the authorized number of directors of this corporation until that number shall be changed by an amendment to the By-Laws of the corporation.  There may also be any such other officer or agents of the corporation as its business may require, all of whom shall be appointed by the Board of Directors and who may or may not be one of said officers or directors.

ARTICLE VII

Membership

The authorized number and qualifications of members of this corporation, the different classes of membership, if any, the property, voting and other rights and privileges of
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each class of membership, the manner of admission and expulsion of members, and the liabilities of each or all classes for dues and assessments, and the method of collection thereof, shall be set forth in the By-Laws of this corporation.

ARTICLE VIII

By-Laws

The By-Laws of the corporation shall be adopted by the petitioners for a charter of incorporation, and may thereafter be modified, amended or repealed by the vote of a majority of the members present at any meeting called for that purpose.

ARTICLE IX


All of the property of the corporation shall be liable for the just debts thereof, but no member shall be individually liable beyond the amount of any dues or assessments duly levied as provided and set forth in the By-Laws of the corporation.
ARTICLE X

Limitation on Power

This corporation is not organized for profit.  It shall not issue any stock, and no part of its assets, income, or earnings, shall be used for dividends or be otherwise withdrawn or distributed to any of its members, provided, however, that the corporation shall have power to employ necessary personnel to carry out its primary function of receiving and distributing funds for charitable and benevolent purposes and to pay such personnel out of the assets of the corporation from time to time existing.  In the event that liquidation of this corporation shall be for any reason necessary, any funds, property or assets then on hand and in the possession of the corporation shall be distributed to a named charitable organization.
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ARTICLE XI

General Powers

The association hereby chartered shall be a body corporate under the laws of the State of Hawaii with all the rights, powers and immunities which are now or may hereafter be secured by law to chartered corporations, and shall be subject to all general laws now in force or hereafter to be enacted relating to corporations of like character.

It shall have the power:


a.
To sue and be sued in all courts of proper jurisdiction;


b.
To make and use a common seal and alter the same at its pleasure;

c.
To make By-Laws not inconsistent with this charter or any existing law for the     management of its property, the election or removal of its officers and the regulation of its affairs;

d.
And generally in the carrying on of any of its activities to prosecute the same either directly or indirectly and otherwise to do every other act and thing necessary, suitable or proper for the accomplishment of any of the objects or powers set forth herein.
