POOL CARD AGREEMENT
Pool Admission
1. You MUST show your pool card to use the pool.  Without the proper sign-in, there will be NO ADMITTANCE.
2. Pool admission will be allowed once the pool card holder is signed in, listing the total amount of people (including children) entering the pool under that card number.
3. As required by the Hawaii State Department of Health, and to protect the sensitive water balance: all patrons must shower before entering the pool.
4. Card holder shall be responsible for all guests (maximum 2). At no time should any guests enter the pool area without the card holder present.
5. Children 15 years and under must be accompanied by an adult (18 years or older).
6. IMPORTANT WARNING: There is NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY, so please actively supervise all children.
Pool Deck Area
1. There will be no food or drinks (except water) allowed. Food and drinks besides water should be consumed outside the pool deck area, and rubbish properly disposed of.
2. NO ALCOHOL OR GLASS IS PERMITTED IN POOL AREA OR PARK GROUNDS.
3. Pets are not allowed in the pool deck area. Exception: Service Animals.
4. All pool users are prohibited in pool shed and from using maintenance tools (example: net, water hose, etc.)
5. Smoking and vaping are strictly prohibited anywhere in the park. Violators will be subject to County penalties.
6. Folding chairs, towels, and mats are welcomed. However, they must be placed at least 6 feet away from pool.

Pool Attire
1. All patrons within the pool must have proper swimming attire such as swimsuits, swim trunks, or athletic wear.
2. Street clothes, denim, clothing with buttons, and frayed materials are also prohibited to prevent damage to the pool pump and filter.
3. Swim diapers must be used by children who aren’t toilet trained.
4. Clothes and swim diapers must be changed in the restrooms.  Dispose of diapers in the proper area.

Appropriate Behavior
1. No running or roughhousing on pool deck or in pool. This would include, but not limited to: chicken fighting, piggy backing, pushing or shoving.
2. No spitting, nose blowing, urinating, or defecating in the pool or pool area. Please use our public restrooms.
3. No foul language.
4. People who have skin rashes, open wounds, blisters, or cuts should refrain from using the pool.
5. NO DIVING OR JUMPING – There is no diving or jumping into the pool.

Toys, Equipment, & Floatation Devices
1. Only pool-appropriate toys are allowed.  NCA has provided a bin of toys for use while enjoying our pool.
2. Swimming vests are welcomed and are available upon request. Please see NCA pool attendant.
3. If using NCA swimming vest or other toys/equipment, please return them  to the correct place after use.


ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

I understand that failure to do so may lead to suspension or expulsion from the pool and/or park. NCA shall NOT be responsible or liable for any injuries.
