f. Most current Financial Statement

g. Minutes of most current meeting of the Board of Directors

h. Minutes of Board of Directors meetings (except Executive Meetings) once approved.
Documents to be available by request during reasonable business hours.  The association will require an affidavit and payment of costs associated with the examination.  Members or their representatives may have a copy; they pay for duplication, postage, stationary and administrative costs for handling:
i. Financial Statements

j. General Ledgers

k. Accounts receivable ledgers

l. Accounts payable ledgers

m. Check ledgers

n. Insurance policies

o. Contracts

p. Invoices

q. Documents of delinquencies of 90 days or more.

r. Proxies, tally sheets, ballots, check in lists, certificates of election, etc.., for 30 days following the meeting.
Members may submit a written request for other documents of the Association.  The Board must give a written approval or a written explanation of refusal.

t. An individual’s medical records
