RULES OF ORDER
NANAWALE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION

BOARD OF DIRECTOR’S MONTHLY MEETINGS

All meetings of the Board of Directors, other than Executive sessions, are open to all members to provide input on matters being discussed.  Meetings will be conducted in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order, and may be closed to member participation by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.  All members shall extend proper courtesy and respect to one another and to all Board members.

1. Member Participation & Comment Rules Members wishing to comment on the order of business shall abide by the following:

a) Stand and wait to be recognized by the chair.
b) State your name for the assembly.

c) Debate will be limited to the question before the Board and no member shall be allowed to speak twice on the same subject.
d) Debate will be limited to (1) one minute for each member with alternating pro and con discussion.  Discussion will close when there is no new pro or con discussion, or by majority vote of the Board of Directors.

2. Written Testimony shall be received for the record on any agenda item.  If possible, nine (9) written copies of the testimony should be submitted by the member before the close of the regular business day two days (48 hours) before the scheduled meeting.
3. Oral Testimony from any member shall abide by the following:
a) Register at the Longhouse Office or with the Secretary of the Board of Directors before the close of the regular business day at least two days (48 hours) before the scheduled meeting to allow for placement on the agenda.
b) Member must speak at the time of calling.

c) Each registered member shall be given (3) three minutes to address the assembly.
d) Debate will be governed by the Member Participation and Comment Rules above.
e) If time permits, the presenting member shall be given (1) one additional minute for summary.
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
